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WHILE Iôm not your typical New Yearôs óresolutioniteô, the latent possibility 
of a new year does stimulate my imagination. The year 2011 was a tough 

one for most, but here we are with the blank canvas of possibility, and imme-
diately for me hope stirs like the emergence of spring after the bitterness and 
cold of winter.

Could it be that this latent possibility is rich with potential? The tough times of 
the past has brought with them a deepening compassion and care to so many, 
as hearts have gone out to those in need close at hand and those further aýeld. 
There has been a deepening desire to reach beyond ourselves in practical actions 
to relieve hurt and need rather than just feel sadness for the ñotherò. Forgotten 
memories of community have re-emerged and we have re-learnt why we gather 
to support and care for one another collectively rather than just self in isolation. 

While trying not to be naive about the challenges ahead, I wonder if we are not 
discovering some incredibly important aspects of human life -- and particularly 
human community -- as we face difýcult times and learn to rise above them. 
We may be more fully human for the challenge than we ever would have been 
without it. 

As we turn to scripture we notice how important family and community wellbeing 
was for the writers. How important this was to their understanding of Yahweh. The 
harshest condemnation emerges for those who break down and destroy family 
and community wellbeing. Ultimately Jesus was a community creator, creating an 
alternative community that embraced new values and a greater vision of who we 
might be and who we are in the sight of God. It was counter cultural, embracing 
and valuing all, no matter the socioeconomic and socio religious background. All 
were welcomed, all valued by, and precious to this God.

My hope for this New Year is that we will continue moving closer to being the radi-
cal counter-cultural community Jesus called into being. That the good things we 
desire for ourselves, the excellent things we desire for our families and friends, we 
will desire and work towards for all, especially those on the poverty line. That the 
struggles of yesterday will continue to ignite in us the very things Jesus sought to 
draw out of those of the ýrst century. That we may be more fully human and more 
truly reþect Jesus in our day, and the kingdom vision that is the will of God.

That would go a long way to us not only having but being part of a blessed New 
year.

New Year: New Possibilities
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Parish Home Study Groups
The ýrst Home Study group in the Parish had its beginnings following a Life in the Spirit

Numbers grew and up to 
16 would attend the weekly meetings. The Rev. Bruce Keeley occasionally made an input 
and the Rev. Api Qilio with his wife Rika from the Fijian Anglican church also attended. 
They were in the parish for two years while Api was studying diocesan administration. He 
is now Archbishop of Melanesia. 

Gary and Amanda Gower opened their home for the group in Meridian Place, Flagstaff 
at the time that area was being developed. With her musical skills, Amanda introduced 
singing one or two choruses at the start of each evening, and this continues to the present 
day. Following the Gowers move to Rotorua, the group moved to the Dawson home ñout 
in the countryò, where it continued until Vicki and Bob moved to the city 2 1/2 years ago. 
The current meeting place is at Beulah Bakerôs in Hukanui Rd. One other daytime group 
met for some years in Ngaere Ave at the home of the late Jean Walsh.

Membership of the group has come and gone and while most studies have focused on 
accepted understandings and commentaries on the Bible, other courses have been undertaken 
over the years.  The group has joined in with parish Lenten and Advent studies and the 
Marcus Borg series, The Heart of Christianity. Commentaries/studies have included, The 
40 Days of Purpose, Stuart Christieôs Thoughts for Today, Rob Harleyôs Great Journeys 
and Bishop Tom Wrightôs Acts for Everyone. Last year, the gospels of John and Luke were 
studied using a format of reþection on themes, such as: ñWhat was Lukeôs world likeò; 
ñThe gospel story as Luke saw itò and ñHow might Lukeôs message be applied in todayôs 
world?ò

Excuse this if you arenôt óoldô or you donôt feel óoldô.

Checking out at the store, the young cashier suggested to the older woman that 
she should bring her own grocery bags because plastic bags werenôt good for 

the environment. The woman apologized and explained, ñWe didnôt have this green 
thing back in my days.ò

The clerk responded, ñThatôs our problem today. Your generation did not care 
enough to save our environment for future generations.ò

She was right ï our generation didnôt have the green thing in its day or didnôt 
call it ñgreenò.

Back then, we returned milk bottles, soda bottles and beer bottles to the store.

We dried clothes on a line, not in an energy gobbling machine burning 
up 220 volts ï wind and solar power really did dry our clothes back in our early 
days.

We didnôt have the green thing 
back in our day. 

Back then, we had one TV, or radio, in the house ï not a TV in every room.

We used a push mower that ran on 
human power. We exercised by working so we didnôt need to go to a health club 
to run on treadmills that operate on electricity. But sheôs right. We didnôt have the 
green thing back then. 

We drank from a fountain when we were thirsty instead of using a cup or a 
plastic bottle every time we had a drink of water. We reýlled writing pens with ink 
instead of buying a new pen, and we replaced the razor blades in a razor instead 
of throwing away the whole razor just because the blade got dull. But we didnôt 
have the green thing back then.

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Faith and Reason

Editorôs Note: Although we are now well past Christmas 2011 this column examines a political 
leaderôs viewpoint all too rare and not widely publicised...

Today is the twelfth day of Christmas, and the carolôs ñtwelve lords a-leapingò neatly 
(though implausibly) round off the season celebrating Jesusô birth. While the decorations, 

carols, presents and feasting are behind us, the spirit of Christmas isnôt supposed to peter 
out with them.

Four days before Christmas the New Zealand public was reminded of that in a remarkable 
way and in a most unlikely setting: by an atheist in the address-on-reply debate of our 
newly elected Parliament.

The atheist, as he twice described himself, is Green Party co-leader Dr Russel Norman. 
Yet unlike many who profess atheism, he was open enough to ýnd much good in Christianity. 
In fact, his sketch of the Christmas story with its message of new hope for humanity would 
not have been out of place in any church pulpit.

ñWhat I admire about the Christmas story is that it speaks to values I share, including 
some that make me a little uneasy in this place of privilege and power,ò he said. ñThe story 
of change arriving in the form of a baby has resonance in my life.ò

Dr Norman said the hopes and values Jesus articulated helped lay down the essential 
nature of what it meant to be human and provided a guide for living a good life. ñI identify 
with the Christianity that teaches love and compassion towards each other, especially the 
most vulnerable - the widows, the orphans, the sick and those in prison,ò he said.

ñI also identify with the Christianity that demands we live with truth and justice between 
one another.ò

He saw those values expressed when in 1935 Michael Joseph Savageôs Labour 
Government gave a special Christmas bonus to the unemployed: ñNow there was a true 
moment of Christmas in this Parliament that gave birth to a new hope that our political 
economy could be bent to protect the vulnerable. That was applied Christianity.ò

And he identiýed with the Christianity that teaches an awe and respect for the natural 
world, ñthe Christianity that says tread sacredly through nature because God incarnated 
himself in the world through the person of Jesus Christò.

It must be acknowledged, in passing, that the churchôs record in keeping these values 
central is very mixed. But they have never disappeared, and when they are uppermost the 
practical outcome of Jesusô teaching is clear for all to see.

Dr Norman told MPs that the values of love, generosity and a reverence for nature should 
not sound out of place in Parliament.

ñBut the talk in here is dominated by a different kind of worship - one of economic 
growth at all costs. The Government says a strong economy provides the resources to then 
protect the vulnerable and the environment.

ñBut compassion shouldnôt be conditional. The protection of the vulnerable and the 
environment are necessary preconditions for a successful, fair and sustainable economy.ò 
Referring to policies announced in the speech from the throne, Dr Norman said: ñThe 
economic and political agenda undermines the values that we celebrate. Whatôs worse, we 
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still have a virtually universal agreement in this House that mindless economic growth is 
the overriding purpose of government, if not society itself.
ñThere is little discussion about the quality of that growth, its costs, or how we might 
share the beneýts and costs more fairly. There is precious little discussion of how we 
could possibly have never-ending growth in resource use and pollution on a planet which 
is ultimately ýnite.

ñOur current political and business world-view has become so focused on endless growth 
that it has to conveniently ignore the increasing social and environmental damage that comes 
from mindless growth without values.ò

Unfortunately, most MPs and the news media were more interested in how new Labour 
leader David Shearer and Prime Minister John Key squared up that day. Many left the 
chamber before Dr Norman spoke, and newspapers either ignored his speech or snidely 
dismissed it.

He was, however, speaking for many thousands of New Zealanders who long to see 
politics shaped more by the values he cited rather than by ýnance, important as that is. 
There is always room for a touch of idealism in politics, and accountancy does not provide 
it. Love and compassion, truth and justice, respect for the natural world: as Dr Norman said, 
those hopes and values articulated by Jesus are too important to belong only to Christians 
ï ñthey belong to us all, believers and unbelievers alike.ò

What a different country we would be if enough of us thought so, too!
